Retrofit Ramp-up

Michigan received $30 million in federal funding from
the Department of Energy to “ramp-up” energy effi-
ciency building retrofits in Michigan. The Retrofit Ramp-
up initiative plans to improve the energy efficiency of
homes, businesses, and public buildings while building a
workforce to complete this work. WARM was one of
eighteen other partners that helped write the proposal
for Michigan.

The breakfast will also feature a keynote presentation from
nationally recognized living building expert, Jason Mclennan, from
the Cascadia Green Building Council. Following the breakfast there
will be a student luncheon. Students will have a chance to engage
with Jason McLennan and discuss green building with their peers.
This event was made possible by Masco Corporation Foundation,
DTE Energy Foundation, the Michigan State Housing Development
Authority (MSHDA), Pilkington and O’Brien Construction.

Nancy Montgomery was experiencing high energy bills, so one of WARM'’s energy educators came to her home to show her
simple ways she could improve the energy efficiency of her house. Nancy received an energy saving kit that included a window
kit to seal air leaks around her windows, door sweeps and v-seal to prevent drafts from entering under her doors, compact
fluorescent lights to replace her inefficient light bulbs, and socket sealers for her electrical sockets. WARM'’s educator showed
her how to install these energy saving products and taught her and her son, Denzel, simple ways to save energy in their home.
The results were phenomenal.

Nancy experienced a serious reduction in her energy bills, compared to last year she saw a reduction between 14% and
78%, depending on the month. She invited WARM to her home to tell her story and her experiences with WARM's residential
energy education program.
